Pastor David reports that the children at the orphanage are doing well. This year,
five new boys have joined them, each coming from deeply challenging family
situations. This brings the total number of children in their care to 21—12 boys
residing at the orphanage and 9 additional children, including girls, whom they
support off-site. As the new school year begins, they provided the children with
uniforms, notebooks, and other essentials.

Pastor David and his team have also completed construction of a van shed for
their Eecho vehicle and are now seeking to concrete the floor. Additionally, they
are exploring the installation of solar power to reduce their electricity costs,
which currently amount to about $70 every two months. The solar unit would
cost approximately $2,353 USD to install.

In Dehradun, they are in need of a second vehicle to transport children to
school. A total of $3,530.00 is needed to fund this essential ministry tool.
