purchased school kits for each of the 40 
pupils. These include text books, a school 
bag, a pair of shoes, stationary, a lunch 

box, and a water bottle! 

India: FIAMI
The boys orphanage has been a busy place these last several weeks. 
Fencing is going up around the property and is progressing nicely. 

The front side is nearly complete with only 10 feet left to go!  

Along with this, the cement floor in the dormitory is scheduled to be 
renovated and the toilets replaced with new ones.  

Two of the boys are recovering from chicken pox and have been 
quarantined so as not to spread it to the rest of the group. 

 As the Varghese brothers take care of the needs of the orphanage, 
they also had the recent privilege of holding a baptism service where 

several people public made a profession of faith!
